We use free cash flow to represent the cash generated after capital
expenditures to maintain our business. We present net senice revenue to exclude subcontractor costs from revenue to provide investors with a better understanding of our operational performance. We present
segment adjusted operating margin to reflect segment operating performance of our Americas and International segments, excluding AECOM Capital.
